A Member student belongs to a garden club
affiliated with a state garden club in NGC
NON-MEMBER STUDENTS
The courses and exams are open to everyone.  However, the 
Consultant Certification Card is issued only to members of
NGC.  A non-member student who has successfully completed
the four courses may apply for Consultant Certification upon 
joining a Federated garden club affiliated with NGC within six
months after completing the series.  Certificates of Completion 
may be awarded to non-NGC students attending a full series.
CERTIFICATION OF STUDENTS
Requirements:  To become eligible for a Gardening Consultant 
Certification Card, students must have a passing grade of 70%
on all exams in the four courses.  The four courses must be
completed within not fewer than two years or more than seven 
years.  While the courses are most useful to the student when 
taken in order from I through IV, taking them in any order is
permitted. Member students attending courses for credit must
have a three-year subscription to The National Gardener, the 
official publication of NGC.  All members seeking Consultant 
Credit must provide either an NGC Life Membership number,
a current label from the National Gardener, or a three year 
subscription application with payment.  All time restrictions for 
students between courses for Gardening Study, Environmental
 Studies and Landscape Design Schools were removed from all 
school course material.  Gardening Study, Environmental Studies
and Landscape Design Schools are permitted the option of
conducting back-to-back courses.  Refresher credit for consultant 
and master consultants are granted one only within a calendar 
year beginning in the year following receipt of consultant or
master consultant certification.
