2010-2011 Scholarship Guidelines

Five $1000 scholarships will be offered by the Wisconsin Garden Club Federation for the 2010-2011 school year.  Exact number may be adjusted in January, depending on funds available.
PURPOSE:  To offer financial aid to students and to encourage the study of horticulture, floriculture, landscape design/architecture, botany, forestry, agronomy, plant pathology, environmental studies, city planning, land management, or allied subjects.

APPLICANTS:  Upper level college students entering their junior or senior year, or postgraduate students having a scholastic record of not less than a “B” average.  Each of three designated colleges will be asked for two applications from which the Wisconsin Garden Club Federation Scholarship Committee will make the selections.

APPLICATION MUST BE TYPED, OR COMPUTER GENERATED, AND MUST INCLUDE:

1. Transcript of academic record including latest grading period and overall cumulative grade point average.  Graduate students must submit the transcripts of both graduate and undergraduate work.

2. A personal letter from the student stating goals, background, financial need, and commitment to chosen field of study, not to exceed two typewritten pages.

3. A list of extracurricular activities, work experience, and honors received.

4. A photo (head & shoulders) to be printed in Wisconsin Gardens, the state garden club magazine, should the applicant win.  Photos can not be returned.

5. Completed application form.

JUDGING WILL BE BASED ON: Academic record – 50%, financial need – 30%, character - !0%, and occupational objective – 10% for four of the five scholarships.  The fifth, known as the Irene Straus Scholarship, will be based on academic record – 50%, character – 25%, and occupational objective – 25%.   Winners will be announced in April, and checks will be issued at the beginning of the 2010-2011 school year.  Should a recipient fail to re-enroll, the scholarship will be awarded to the next runner-up.

DEADLINE:  Application materials must be assembled and mailed as a complete packet to the Wisconsin Garden Club Federation Scholarship Chairman before March 1, 2010.   Applications received after March 1st  will not be considered.  Mail to:
